Homeless Intervention Program Offered

In July of 2006, STEP began offering the ser-
vices of a new program called the Homeless Interven-
tion Program (HIP). HIP is funded through the Housing
and Homeless Assistance Unit of the Virginia Depart-
ment of Housing and Community Development (DHCD).

The primary purpose of this program is to provide
time-limited assistance and housing counseling services
to low-income individuals and families at-risk of losing
their home. Approved clients must be in a temporary and
unavoidable ynancial crisis outside of their control.
Clients must also have clearly demonstrated that they were
self-sufycient prior to their current ynancial crisis and have
the capacity to be self-sufycient after receiving assistance.
